
REENTRY GUIDE 

 

Position Description: 
 

Summary: 

This person is a volunteer who is willing to drive a returning prisoner around the 

community to connect with agencies, housing, food sources, etc. for up to three days (72 

hours).  This is to aid the returning prisoner to make the connections necessary to begin a 

successful reentry.  

 

Reports to:  Transition Coach Leader or other designated leader. 

 

Time commitment:  Up to 9 hours a day for up to three consecutive days when 

available. 

 

Qualifications: 

 Personable and caring 

 Proven communication skills 

 Proven ability to navigate around the community and know the locations of 
agencies and resources 

 Dependability  

 Interested in seeing former prisoners make a successful transition back to the 
community and becoming productive, contributing members of their community 

at large and their faith based community if appropriate. 

 

Task Description 
 

1. Meets returning prisoner at a prearranged location and take the person to the 

agencies and resources as listed in the 48/72 HOUR REENTRY CHECKLIST. 

2. Agrees to meet the person the second and third day to complete the necessary 

stops/contacts to allow the person to get much of the overwhelming reentry tasks 

accomplished. 

3. Only befriends the person if it feels like a wise and comfortable thing to do.
